2.1
Notices to competitors will be posted on the official notice board located at Regatta Headquarters at Marina Bandar Al-Rowdha
3.
Changes to Sailing Instructions
3.1
Any change to the Sailing Instructions will be posted before 0830 on the day it will take effect except that any change to the schedule of races will be posted by 1800 on the day before it will take effect.  

4.
Signals made ashore.

4.1
Signals made ashore will be displayed at Regatta Headquarters. 
4.2
When flag AP is displayed ashore, ‘1 minute’ is replaced with ‘not less than thirty minutes’ in the race signal AP. 
4.3
The Answering Pennant (AP) displayed from a committee vessel accompanied by two sound signals indicates that the start is postponed. At the end of the postponement AP will be lowered with one sound signal. The Warning Signal will be made 1 minute later.
4.4
Buoyancy: Personal flotation devices shall be worn by all competitors (helm & crew) at all times whilst racing. Failure to do so will entail disqualification.

The courses to be sailed are as follows:

For Hobie 16



Start to Mark Xray round to port, to pass between Marks 2 and 2A (Gate marks), to Mark Xray round to port to Finish. Apart from leg 2 boats shall not pass between Marks 2 and 2A. Mark 1 is not a mark of the course. On the first and last legs Marks 2 and 2A are not marks of the course, boats shall not be penalised for sailing between them. The approximate course length will be 4.5nm 
8.4
For Lasers and PY Classes


Start to Mark 1 round to port, pass between Marks 2 and 2A (Gate marks) to Mark 1 round to port, to finish. On the first and last legs Marks 2 and 2A are not marks of the course. Boats shall not be penalised for sailing between them.  The approximate course length will be 2.5nm.

Details of laid inflatable marks will be available at Registration. 
10.
Areas that are obstructions

10.1
There are no specifically identified obstructions but competitors are advised to take appropriate care at all times when sailing close inshore 

10.2
Competitors are advised that on Wednesday 2 December the Inshore Series for Division A yachts participating in the Muscat to Khasab Race will be taking place in adjacent waters to the dinghy fleet race area. Competitors, especially those sailing single handed, are advised to maintain a careful look out for other boats not in their class or division.

Races will be started by using rule 26.

Classes shall start in the following order

11.4
Times shall be taken from visual signals; the absence of a sound signal shall be disregarded, and shall not be cause for redress. At the Race Committee’s discretion any boat starting more than 5 minutes after her starting signal may not be recognized as racing.

11.5
The starting line will be between a staff displaying an orange flag on a committee vessel at the starboard end of the start line and the port end starting mark

11.6
Individual Recalls will be made in accordance with rule 29.1, Flag Xray, plus one sound signal. The responsibility for returning shall rest solely with the helm concerned. Any premature starter not so returning will be disqualified.

11.7
General Recalls will be made in accordance with rule 29.2 Flag First Substitute plus two sound signals. The lowering of the First Substitute will be accompanied by one sound signal. The new Warning Signal will be made 1 minute later.


In the event of a general recall boats shall return to the starting area immediately in order not to waste time. The order of starting will not be changed.
11.8
Abandonment of Race: Flag N, N over H or N over A accompanied by three sound signals will indicate that the race is abandoned (rule 32.1). All boats are requested to return to the starting area as soon as possible.
12.
Change of the next leg of the course
12.1
To change the next leg of the course, the race committee will move the original mark (or the finishing line) to a new position
12.2
Courses may be shortened in accordance with rule 32.2

13.
The Finish
13.1
The finishing line will be between a staff displaying an orange flag on a committee vessel displaying a blue flag on station and the adjacent mark
14.
Penalty system

14.1
In accordance with RRS 44 a boat that may have broken a rule of RRS Part 2 while racing may take a penalty but RRS 44.2 is amended to the extent that the turn shall be a One-Turn Penalty including one tack and one gybe

15.
Time limits.

15.1
The time limit will be 30 minutes after the finishing time of the first boat. Boats that have not finished within this time limit will be scored DNF
16.
Protests 

16.1
Protests are not encouraged. Good sportsmanship and common sense should prevail, with safety being given the utmost priority. It should be noted that this race series attracts competitors of all abilities and advantage should not be sought at the expense of novices. If absolutely necessary, protests will be made in writing and lodged with the Race Committee immediately after racing. Protests will be heard at the earliest possible opportunity.
17.
Scoring
17.1
The low Point System of Appendix A will apply. 
17.2
Boats that came to the start area but are to be scored Did Not Start, On Course Side, Out Of Time, or Retired After Finish will be scored points equal to the number of starters in that race plus one.

17.3
Boats to be scored Disqualified (DSQ) will be scored points equal to the number of starters in that race plus two.

17.4
Boats that Did Not Compete will be scored points equal to the number of starters in the series plus one.
17.5
Two races are required to be completed to constitute a series. When four or more races have been completed a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores excluding her worst score.

18.
Prizes
18.1
The final prize list will depend upon entries and class splits. The Organising Authority’s intention is that prizes will be awarded as follows:-

1st,, 2nd and 3rd prizes for overall each Class (Hobie 16, Laser and PY class)


1st in each individual class sailing in PY Class
