The Organising Authority will be The Ministry of Sports Affairs. Regatta Headquarters will be at The Marina Office, Marina Al-Rowdha..

This Appendix to the Notice of Regatta applies only to Division B which will consist of dinghy classes entered in the inshore racing series.

Rules
1.1
The regatta will be governed by the current Racing Rules of Sailing.

1.2
The following prescriptions will also apply
1.2.1
If there is a conflict between languages the English text will prevail

1.2.2
This Notice of Regatta may be changed by a published amendment and the by the Sailing Instructions, and in case of conflict RRS 63.7 shall apply

1.3
Should a conflict become apparent between this Notice of Regatta and Sailing Instructions the Sailing Instructions will prevail.  

1.4
Boats competing in all races shall keep clear of all International Marine Exclusion Zones or other Restricted Areas. A penalty for an infringement of this rule shall be at the discretion of the Protest Committee and may include disqualification (amends RRS 64.1 (a))

2.
Advertising
2.1
The Regatta is designated Category C in accordance with ISAF Regulation 20. The following additional requirements shall apply:

2.1.1
Boats intending to carry advertising should indicate this on their entry form along with the names of companies and/or projects to be advertised. The Race Committee reserves the right to reject the entry at any time, of a boat that, in the Race Committee’s opinion, is carrying advertising for a company or product in conflict with the laws of Oman is deemed inappropriate for the event. As a guide sponsorship of alcoholic products is illegal and only under exceptional cases would sponsorship of cigarette products be accepted. Any sponsorship deemed contrary to Islamic principles would not be allowed. This changes RRS 76.1.


2.1.2
Competitors and crew members on the competing boats shall also grant, at no cost, Sponsors and affiliated companies, the absolute right and permission to use their name, image, likeness, biographical material as well as representations of the boats in their magazine and promotional tools. Competitors and crew members’ name, voice, image, likeness and biographical material shall not be used by Sponsors and affiliated companies in a way which constitutes an endorsement of Sponsors products by said Competitors and crew members, unless the relevant competitor or crew member is engaged by The Sponsors or affiliated companies to endorse the sponsors products or gives his/her prior written consent to such use.

Sail Identification.

Each boat shall display an individual sail number. However RRS 77, and Appendix G of the RRS shall not apply

A minimum of three boats per class shall be required to constitute a race

Eligible boats may enter by completing the attached entry form and submitting it to Regatta Headquarters by 1730 on Monday 30th November, along with the entry fee see 5.2 below

Entry fees are OMR 10 per boat, payable either as a block class entry or by individual boat at Regatta Headquarters by 1730 on Tuesday 1st December

Penalty system

In accordance with RRS 44 a boat that may have broken a rule of RRS Part 2 while racing may take a penalty but RRS 44.2 is amended to the extent that the turn shall be a One-Turn Penalty including one tack and one gybe

Scoring shall be as specified in RRS Appendix A using the Low Point 
Scoring System.

Inspections

The Organising Authority reserves the right to carry out random inspections of safety equipment at any time during the regatta.

Prizes will be awarded to boats placed 1st, 2nd, and 3rd in each race.
